Dates: January 6-21, 2018.

Faculty Leaders: Bob Hershberger 
(Modern Languages) and Harry Brown 
(English).

Locations: We’ll spend the first 9 days 
doing our service project in Havana. 
We’ll spend the last 7 days exploring 
the Viñales Valley and the town of 
Varadero.

Service: Throughout Cuba, access to 
updated computers and the internet is 
severely limited. It’s practically a 
national consensus that in order to 
thrive in the future, the country needs 
to get wired. Working in cooperation 
with the MLK Center in Havana, we’ll 
offer digital literacy workshops to 
schoolchildren, helping these young 
Cubans learn computer basics, Microsoft 
apps, and image editing. We’ll also 
donate laptops to the MLK Center. 

Food and Lodging: We’ll have modest 
accommodations at the MLK Center, which 
will also provide most of our meals.   

Cost: The base price of the course is 
about $4220. Depending on your own 
plans for personal entertainment and 
souvenirs, you might also bring 
$500-700 spending money.
